Course Structure
Everyone takes part in both main instrument and 
concert band tuition. Both classes will perform 
some of what they have learnt at the informal final 
concert. 

Generally there are approximately four 90-minute 
tuition sessions per day, which are split between 
your main instrument and band. In between each 
session, tea/coffee and snacks are provided and 
there is time to practise or take part in other 
activities. 

Evening events
Every night there's a different event (at no extra 
charge), followed by a session. Previous events have 
included:

• Folk Club night 

• “One-Night-Stand” Band competition

• DIY Ceilidh

• Tutors’ concert

• Music quiz and Musical Charades! 

• “Slow Jam” sessions for people who are 
new to playing in sessions.

Venue – Burwell House
10 miles from Cambridge, the country setting of 
Burwell House accommodates the tuition rooms, 
dormitories and bar. The staff are fantastic - 
every year they provide excellent home cooked 
food. 

When booking, please let us know if you would like 
to share a room with someone in particular of the 
same gender (if you will be staying overnight).  

Camping: If the house becomes full or if you 
prefer, you can camp on site. The cost is the same 
as being a resident. All meals are included and 
facilities are shared with residents. 

Prices
You only have to pay one fee, everything (food, 
accommodation, events, tuition) is included so you'll 
only have to bring money for the bar and any CDs!

 Activities (ceilidh, folk club, etc) every evening 
(dinner can be purchased for about £9.50 if 
required)
